ORDINANCE UPDATE b This new section will be updated quarterly. The purpose of this update is to
summarize the additions and amendments to the Town of Cross Roads OCode of OrdinancesO approved in th
previous quarter calendar year. Most information is germane to public health, safety, building, and zoning
issues.

RESOLUTION AND ORDINANCE QUARTERLY UPDATE

1. In October of last year the Town Council approved Ordinance # 2009-1012-01, granting a Special Use
Zoning from Agriculture to Agriculture with a Special Use of a Wind Mill to Re-Circulate Water in a
Pond to Mr. & Mrs. Priest on Tipps Road. The Council also approved Ordinance # 2009-1012-02,
finding that the current rates of CoServ Gas LTD are unreasonable; approving CoServ Gas LTD
revised and uncontested tariffs; setting the effective date of new tariffs as October 1, 2009.

2. In November of 2009 the Town Council approved Resolution #2009-1109-01, approving passage of
the OAmerican Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 200®. The resolution allows the Bwn to apply for a
federal OEnergy Efficiency and Conservation Block GantO. The Town of Cross Roads having limited
financial resources, desires to support the development of energy efficiency programs. The Town may
accept additional funds that become available to reduce the total energy use through sustainable and
measurable energy saving improvements.

PossibiliTree ofened at the Aubrey Area LibraryE by Jan Herbst

Many hands make light work. This proverb is indeed applicable to the completion of a massive tree collage
in the program room of the Aubrey Area Library. Under the creative direction and guidance of artist Linka
Behn, dozens of community members of all ages contributed the many hours required to complete the
collage. The room, used for children’'s programs and other group functions, now beckons all to enter with its
welcoming visual vista.

The PossibiliTree theme was conceived to represent life-long growth through reading and learning. Artist
Behn used an entire wall to sketch the outline of a substantial, full, Live Oak-like tree. Participants were
then directed to glue varying shades of torn recycled papers to the wall with an acrylic medium. Day by
day, the tree began to take shape as thousands of individual bits of paper were applied. Over the weeks,

There are landmarks in every town and the one | used to see when | came through Cross Roads while
going from McKinney to Denton was the impressive Walter Monk Ranch sign. Placed high on the hill with
drives from Highway 380 going up the hill from both sides, it was indeed impressive. Walter died in
December of 2009 at age 74 and left many memories of his contribution to the Horse Country of which
Cross Roads is a part.

Walter was born on February 26, 1935 in Centerville, Texas. He met his wife to be, Wilma Sadler, on a
skating rink when she was 15 and he was 16. A year later they were married. He worked in the
construction business from the time he was twelve years old until he retired here in Cross Roads in 2002.
He started North Dallas Drywall and Acoustic in 1963 and North Dallas Paint and Drywall in 1968.

Walter came from a family of horse people. His grandfather rounded up wild mustangs for sale and his
father raised, trained and sold horses. Throughout his life, Walter enjoyed horses. Having grown up with
horses and loving working with them, it was just natural for him to have horses himself as soon as he
could. Wilma said they had horses during the seventeen years they lived in Coppell and of course after
they came to Cross Roads and established their 25-acre ranch in 1983.

During most of that time Walter bred quarter horses with a champion stud he bought. The stud, over his
28-year life, produced over a hundred horses for racing and selling. Walter raced his horses in Texas,
Oklahoma, California and Ruidoso, New Mexico.

In addition to horses, Walter loved and restored antique automobiles. Probably his favorite was a green
1930 Model-A pickup. It fit right into his ranch character. At 72 he also took guitar lessons and played
during services at his church in Aubrey.

Wilma now has the ranch up for sale and being a prime commercial location it wonOt be too long until ar
landmark is gone.
